Entries should be no larger than 2MB, and no smaller than 200Kb

Entrants can submit up to three photos as jpegs, sent to heartwoodphotos@gmail.com The email
must include your name, address and a contact telephone number. If you are under 18, please also
state your age (as it is on the 10th December 2011). Any entries made without this information will
be disqualified.

All entries must be the original work of the entrant. The entrants must be the sole owner of copy-
right in all photographs entered and must have permission from any people featured in the photo-
graph., or their parents/guardians if the subject is under 16 years of age.

Prior to submission, entrants must not have offered any of their entries for sale, been paid for the
publication of any of their entries or won or been runner-up in any photographic competition with
any of their entries.

Copyright of the submitted photographs will remain with the photographer. By entering this com-
petition, all entrants grant to the Woodland Trust the right to publish their photographs in print
and on relevant Woodland Trust websites. No fees will be payable for the above uses. Photogra-
phers will be credited if their photographs are printed in any way.

By entering, entrants will be deemed to be bound by these rules and the Woodland Trust reserves
the right to exclude any entry from the competition at any time if it has any reason to believe that
an entrant has breached these rules.
