
Explore the sculptures hidden within 
the wood. Create your own rhythmical 

sounds on the slit drums, tell the 
time using the sundial and take 

a breather on the carved 
bench.

Take a stroll across the boardwalk. 
In summer watch the astonishing 

aerial manoeuvres of 
dragonflies above 

the marsh.

Secretive roe deer live here all year 
round but they’re easier to spot in 

winter. Look for their white 
rumps moving along 

woodland edges.
