Listen carefully
to find out why ancient woodland is so
special and how we are working to restore it
and look for your first geocache.

3.The Larch Trees ==

Explore a forest glade of larch trees through
the gap in the stone wall and discover

why tree disease is a growing threat to
ancient woodland restoration. The hunt for
geocache 3 ends here.

4. The Horse Resting Place

Stop and rest, a short distance off the main
track and learn why we still use horses

to remove trees cut down as part of the
ancient woodland restoration process. Keep
an eye out for geocache 4 here.

- Always go with an adult.

5. The Picture Frame

Gage through the giant picture frame
as you hunt for geocache 5 and see
before and after perspectives of ancient
woodland restoration for yourself.

- Wear sturdy footwear.

- Watch where you put
your feet - especially on
steep slopes.

6. The Bobbin

The trail ends with geocache 6 hidden
near the giant bobbin which tells the
story of local industry and its reliance
on woodland.
