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Rha Glen Ramble   150 metres  |  Moderate  |   Allow 20 minutes

A mini adventure along the edge of the ravine above the 
River Rha, down steep steps, then finishing at a rocky 
playground by a dramatic waterfall.

Very narrow in places with a steep drop. Stay on the path 
at all times. Rough and slippery.

Shore Wood Wander   600 metres  |  Easy  |   Allow 30 minutes

A steady stroll through woods sculpted by wind and water.  
Picnic benches provide opportunities for you to soak up the 
view from the relative shelter of the trees.

A flat well-surfaced path with a gentle slope at the eastern 
end.

Conon Glen Walk   120 metres  |  Easy  |   Allow 10 minutes

A short walk up the lower glen, taking in the lively river, 
vegetation-clad rocky outcrops and diversity of trees and 
flowering plants, before finishing at the old weir. Can you spot 
the remains of a former burial ground?

The path surface is variable, and can be muddy.  The weir 
itself can be slippery, so please remain on the path.
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
